The second stage of the AMAN's development
strategy consists on the sending of a letter addressed
to some 10000 Mercier households in North
America. [t is a warm invitation to these Merciers
and related to come to Ste-Anne-de-Beaupré, next
year, on the occasion of the tenth anniversary of the
first assembling of the Merciers, in 1987, and to join
the AMAN ranks.

This huge publicity effort is the fruit, on one
hand, from the offer of the Federation of the Québec
Stock Families Inc., to get from a Canadian Society,
a list of addresses of Mercier households in North
America and, on the other hand, the list of addresses
of Merciers published by Heritage Familial Halbert's
in the Book of Merciers in the Whole World (1994).

Louise Mercier and her husband, Marcel
Chartier of Charlesbourg, QC, have dedicated hours
and hours of their time to check the postal code of

these thousands of Mercier households. Marcel
has given, on theaverage, 20 hoursof his time a week
during 8 months, that means a total of some 640
hours to verify the lists.

Canada is preparing to celebrate, in 1998, the
centenary of the organization of the political and
geographical entity of Yukon.

1. Indirect callto AMAN

Gilles Garand, a Montreal region researcher,
indirectly wants the help of the author of the book
Mercier for Centuries, Ernest Mercier, who 1s
responsible for the Service of Genealogy, and the
production team of the AMAN liaison bulletin, Le
Mercien. The aforementioned researcher wants to
get informations on the role played by Frangois
Xavier and Moise Mercier, designated justly as
pioneers in the Artic.

2. AMAN's answer

AMAN has wanted for a long time to render a
particular homage to these two Mercier brothers and
their related who followed in their tracks by taking
part in the gold rush, to the Klondyke, at the turn of
the 20th century. If Aman has not done it earlier, it
is that the responsible of its Genealogy Service and
the GENAMAN Bank managers have not been able,
on the one hand, to establish precisely, before the last
vears, the lineal ancestry titles of Francois Xavier
and Morise and, on the other hand, to elucidate the
false official affirmation saying that Frangois Xavier

Mercier was related to Honoré Mercier, a former
Premier of Québec.

3. Hommage to Mercier pioneers

The AMAN management is all the more happy
to give testimony in 1996, — the annual AMAN
assembling is held at St-Roch-de-1'Achigan, the
stronghold of the descendents of the ancestral couple,
Charles Mercier known as Lajoie and Marne-Anne
Lahave, to Frangois Xavier and Moise Mercier.
Considering the complexity of the subject to treat, it
is necessary 1o subdivide it in two parts that we can
place under the departments Career and Geneal-
ogy. Furthermore, it 1is fitting to quote
correspondance excerpts between interested pers-
ons of the history of Artic pioneers and the author
of Mercier for Centuries .

4. Correspondance Garand / AMAN

Request from Garand (June 14, 1996)

"After researches about Alaska and Yukon
pioneers on the occasion of the centenary of the
Yukon to be celebrated soon — in 1998 — the
names of Frangois Xavier Mercier and his brother
Moise often come back in the reading of old
documents about places along the Yukon River
during the years 1865-1885.

"I had the occasion to see a wonderful doc-
ument by Ernest Mercier, "Mercier for Centuries”,
and on page 502, at the end of the bibliography,
Frangois Mercieris mentioned as pioneerin the Artic
(Vol. 1, no 3, June 1987).

"Would it be possible to get photocopies of this
document which would be very useful for me in the
pursuit of my researches to be published soon?

"The credit will be given to vou."

Answer of Ernest Mercier

«Following your request of June 14, 1996, |
send you an enclosed abundant documentation, on
Frangois Xavier Mercier and his family.

"You will find, in this documentation, articles

Please,
correct the error pointed out on page 3 of the
present bulletin's number.

JouN Nicnoras Emerick US Basie Pascat MERCIER

The researches done by Elmer Mercier of
Oconto Falls, Wisconsin, USA, have resulted in the
rich discovery of a volume published about the two
personages mentioned above. This book is titled :
John Jacob Astor — an unwritten chapter — by C.I.
Hoy, Boston, Meador Publishing Company, 1936.

1. Ambiguity of Basile Emeric

According to the autor Hoy, there would be,
besides Basile Pascal Mercier, two real main
personages in the picture : the first one is John
Nicholas Emérick, and the second John Jacob Astor.
Basile Pascal Mercier known as Emeric would be a
false personage.

Emcrick, coming from Germany, associated
himself with John Jacob Astor, equally born in the
same country, after their trip aboard the same boat
coming from England to the USA in 1784. At that
time, Nichlas Emerick was 35 years old and Basile
Pascal Mercier, newly emigrated from Québec to the
USA around 1780, was 18 vears old.

2. Olograph will of Emerick

John Nicholas Emerick died in 1816, at 75 years
old, in Philadelphia. His personal will, dated August
4, 1816, left his partner, John Jacob Astor, in charge
of the administration, in trust, of his possessions for
a period of ninety years. After 1906, the possessions
of Nicholas would be distributed to the heirs of his

brothers, Christopher and Valentine, who would be
informed every ten vears of the state of the fortune.

3. Lawsuits against Astor

As there was adoubt about the integrity of John
Astor, the heirs of Nicholas Emérick sued the
succession. Lawsuits took place in different USA
courts in 1928, 1930 and 1932. That is more than
22 vears after the limit permit of 90 mentioned in
the will. Emerick's heirs lost their lawsuits because
of the invalidity of the "olograph" will, not signed by
witnesses, and the end of the time period fixed by
the testator John Nicholas Emerick. The fortune of
this one, and the one of John Astor would have been
placed in an American foundation.

4. Conclusion
As there 1s no mention of Basile Pascal Mercier
(known as Emeric) in the aforementioned volume,
the AMAN directors have not thought to espouse the
cause of related Quebecers who always estimate that
this mysterious personage would have a right to the
inheritance left by John Nicholas Emerick. The
existence of the last and the one of John Astor leave
no doubt. The one of Blaise Pascal Emeric is always
nebulous.

1. Observateur et écrivain

Pendant ce long séjour en terre «ouester-
nienne», ce célibataire canadien né au Québec a
noté, au cravon de plomb et sur du papier de qualité
dégradable ses vues personnelles sur les commer-
cants de fourrures, les prospecteurs miniers, la
venue des premiéres femmes blanches, l'arrivée
des missionnaires chrétiens et la vie des aborigénes
de ['Arctique.

2. Révision de ses notes

Apres quelque 30 ans de vie active comme
commergant de fourrures et explorateur, Frangois
Xavier revient 2 Montréal en 1885. C'estla qu'il met
au propre, toujours au crayon de mine sur du papier
dégradable, le brouillon de ses «Récollections du
Y ukon», ses «Mémoires des années 1868-1885».

3. Aide de Linda Finn Yarborough

L'anthropologiste Linda Finn Yarborough a
traduit du frangais a l'anglais, ¢édité et annoté les
mémoires sur le Yukon de Frangois Xavier
Mercier, pionnier de I'Arctique.

4. Role des organismes

La commission historique de I'Alaska a fi-
nancé, sous le numéro 188, cette étude sur
l'histoire du Yukon. La Société historique de
I'Alaska, Anchorage, USA, I'a publiée en 1986.

5. Propriétaires des mémoires

La Province de I'Orégon de la Société de
Jésus et I'Université Gonzague de Spakane,
Washington, USA, sont propriétaires du manuscrit
des mémoires de Frangois Xavier Mercier.
L'imprimerie Vanguard Press de Seattle, Washing-
ton, a publié la version anglaise de ces mémoires en
1886.

6. Deux mots d'histoire
Selon Linda Finn Yarborough, 1l y a eu, avant
1867, deux grands pays qui ont exploré la partie

nord-ouestdu continent nord-américain. Ce sontles
Russes et les Britanniques (entendons Canadiens).

Les premiéres explorations intérieures,
effectuées vers le nord de I'Alaska par les Russes, a
partir du détroit de Bering, remontent a 1819. Elles
sont peu intenses jusqu'a la fin de la décennie 1830.
Les Russes commencent a explorer le fleuve
Yukon & partir de 1838.

Vers la méme époque, les Canadiens, sous
I'égide de la Compagnie de la Baie d'Hudson,
commencent a explorer la partie nord-est du district
du Yukon. En 1847, Alexander Hunter Murray
franchit le sommet des Rocheuses et fonde le poste
de Fort Yukon, a la jonction de la riviere Porcupine
et des rivieres du fleuve Yukon, méme s'll a
I'impression d'€tre en territoire russe.

En 1863, les Russes, guidés par [van Simonsen
Luken, un employé créole de la Compagnie Russo-
américaine, remonta le fleuve Y ukon jusqu'au poste
de Fort Yukon, propriété de la Compagnie de la
Baie d'Hudson. Ce faisant, il fit la preuve que le
fleuve Kvikhpak des Russes et le fleuve des Cana-
diens est une seule et méme entité, le fleuve
Yukon, ce dont les Russes doutent au début.

7. Vente de I'Alaska aux Etats-Unis

En 1867, la Russie vend I'Alaska aux Etats-
Unis. L'année suivante, Francois Xavier Mercier
arrive en  Alaska a titre  de membre de la
Compagnie Pioneer. Les détails de sa notice
biographique qui suivent sont tirés de la version
anglaise de ses «Récollections du Yukon (1868-
1885)».

1838 : LefilsdeFrancois Mercieret Victoire Therrien
voit le jour & Repentigny, comté de ['"Assomption,
Québec, Canada.

1856 :Al'ﬁge de 18ans, il quitte lamaison paternelle
pour se rendre a Saint-Paul, au Minnesota et a
Saint-Louis, au Missouri, ol il trouve un emploi ala
North West Compagy comme agent de commerce
de fourrures dans le centre des Etats-Unis, entre le
Mississipi et les Rocheuses.

1866 : Apres 10 ans de séjour en territoire ameri-
cain, Francois Xavier revient au Canada, se rend a
San Francisco et fonde la Compagnie Pioneer.



1868 : Lui, son frere Moise et deux autres parte-
naires retournent en Alaska en juin de cette année-
1a, remontent le Yukon jusqu'a 'embouchure de la
riviere Tanana sise sur la rive nord du fleuve. Ils
fondent le poste de Noukelakayet (Fort Adams).
1869 : La Compagnie Pioneer ne va pas bien. Des
l'année suivante ses partenaires de San Francisco
reviennent aux Etats-Unis. Frangois Xavier quitte le
district du Yukon et devient employé de la
Hulchinson, Kohl, Company. Celle-ci consolide le
poste de Noukelakayet, dont Frangois Xavier prend
la direction. Son frere Moise, a l'emploi de Parrott
and Company prend conjointement charge avec
Ferdinand Westdahl de Fort Yukon, dont la
Compagnie de la Baie d'Hudson vient d'étre évin-
cée, parce que ce poste est en territoire étatsunien.
Le bateau a vapeur Yukon, sous le commandement
du capitaine Raymond et Parrott, arrive a Fort
Y ukon.

1870 : Les deux compagnies mentionnées ci-dessus
fusionnent avec l'Alaska Commercial Company et
Parrott and Company.  Frangois Xavier prend
charge de Noukelakayet.

1871 : Madame Riedelle est la premiere femme
blanche a venir habiter Saint-Michel en Alaska.
1872 : Monseigneur Clut et le pére Lecorre
visitent 1'Alaska sous le guide Frangois Xavier,
lequel devient l'agent général du district pour
I'Alaska Commercial Company, la rivale de la
Compagnie de la Baie d'Hudson.

1894 : Francois Mercier remonte plus loin le fleuve
Yukon et fonde Fort Reliance qui se trouve aujour-
d'hui en terre canadienne. Son frére Moise quitte
I'Alaska @ la fin de l'année. Il épouse Alida
Mercier a I'Assomption, le 18 janvier 1876.

1877 : La Western Fur and Trading Compagny
embauche Frangois Xavier Mercier qui fonde Fort
Mercier sur la rive droite du fleuve Yukon, environ
un mille et demi en haut de la riviere Tozitna.
1878 : Francois Xavier recoit la visite de Monsei-
gneur Seghers et du pere Mandart nouvellement
arrivés en Alaska. La Western Fur and Trading
Company amene le vapeur a Saint-Michael.

1880 : Francois établit le poste de Belisle a la fron-
tiere entre I'Alaska et le termtoire du Y ukon.

1882 : L'Alaska Commercial Company devient
propriétaire de la Western Fur and Trading Co.
Frangois Xavier Mercier rétablit le poste Belisle.

1885 : Mercier quitte I'Alaska pour San Francisco
et puis Montréal. A partir de cette date, il €crit ses
mémoires; voyage en Europe et aux Etats-Unis. La
Société geographique de Paris, a la suggestion de
Elisée Reclus, géographe rapporteur, l'envoic cn
voyage dans le détroit de Béring, en Alaska et en
Sibérie. On le désigne sous la digne appellation
«l'explorateur bien connu».

1906 : Ce pionnier de |'Arctique meurt, & I'dge de 68
ans, d'une crise cardiaque, a son domicile, au 606,
rue Saint-Denis, & Montréal.

Notes : La désignation de Moise Mercier par le
qualificatif de Monsieur (M) a créé beaucoup de
confusion dans la littérature du territoire du Y ukon.
Apres le retour de Moise au Canada, en 1874,
l'abbréviation M. Mercier référait toujours a
«Monsieur» Francois Xavier Mercier. Dans les
écrits scientifiques, seuls les patronymes (noms de
famille) et les prénoms comptent. Les lecteurs
intéressés aux frontieres de 'Alaska et du Y ukon
peuvent consulter la carte de la couverture ala
page 5 du Mercien (volume 8, numéro 3, été 1992).

Iuo nAre Francois Haviem ano Moise MERCIER?

The patrilineal ancestry title of Frangois Xavier has necessitated numerous hours of work for the
responsible of the AMAN Genealogy Service and the GENAMAN Bank managers. The publication of
excerpts of the recent correspondance between the undersigned and some people is proof of that.

1. Erroneous Information

On page twelve (xii) of the introduction of
Francois Xavier Mercier's Memoirs on the Y ukon,
translated in English, edited and annoted by Linda
Finn Yarborough, and published by the Alaska
Historical Society (No 188), we can read the
following sentence :

"Frangois Mercier belonged to a well-known
family. Among his cousins was Honoré Mercier,
Prremier of Québec, from 1887 to 1891, etc...."

This affirmation is erroneous. There 1s some
confusion, by the resource persons, about Jean-
Francois Mercier, the Artic pioneer. In a
correspondance dated March 26 of 1990, the
undersigned recalled to Mr. Maurice Bédard of
Montréal, who is related to Frangois Xavier, what
follows : "Up to today, it is impossible for me to
admit that your ancestor Francois is related closely
or from afar with Honoré Mercier, former Premier
of Québec.

"On page 147 of myv Book Mercier for
Centuries,you have the lineal ancestry title of Honoré
Mercier. Y ou will note that Honoré Mercier's great-
grandfather, Frangois, married to Frangoise Mercier
is from the fourth generation, born of the ancestral
couple Jullien Mercier and Marie Poulain. Frangois
Mercier and Victoire Therrien, parents of Moise and
Jean-Frangois Xavier, are from the third, born of the
ancestral couple Charles Mercier (known as lajoie)
and Marie-Anne Lahayse. The two Frangois have
the same first name but are {rom different stocks and
generations."

2.Lineal Ancestry Title of Honoré Mercier

Honoré Mercier's patrilineal ancestry titles
(enlarged and shortened) are found on pages 28-37
of number 3 (summer of 1994) volume of Le
Mercien liaison bulletin. The patrilineal shortened
ancestry title of Frangois Xavier Mercier can be sen
on the family register presented on page S.

3. ldentity of Catherine Lachapelle

The spouse of Joseph Mercier(knownas Lajoie)
the third son of the ancestral couple Charles Mercier
(klnown as Lajoie) and Marie Anne Lahayse has
been identified under three different names in the
parochial registers of the L'Assomption county.
These names are :

1. Marie Catherine Lachapelle, her birth date (1777),
and her marriage with Joseph Mercier (known as
Lajoie) in 1800, at the age of 23.

. Mane Catherine Janot Lachapelle, at the time
of the baptism of her son Joseph Mercier Jr., born
on the 30th of Aprl, 1803.

3. Mare Catherine Dominique, at the time of her
second marriage (2M), with Charles Therrien, in
1823, at the age of 46.

The fact that Catherine Lachapelle, widow of
Joseph Mercier, took the first name of her father
Dominique, as her second family name in 1823, has
been a source of confusion in certain public registers
where this Lachapelle person is mentioned. Here is
an obvious proof In a wedding certificate, dated
1834-02-03.

[nfact, the wedding certificate of Pierre Mercier
(known as Lajoie), major son of late Joseph Mercier
and of Catherine Dominique, with Angélique
Juneau-Latulippe, minor daughter of Joseph Juneau-
Latulippe and of Angélique Chaput, de Repengigny,
complicates things a lot.

The necessary enquiries to well identify the
spouse of Joseph Mercier have been long and costly
but permitted to establish the patrilineal ancestry
title of Frangois Xavier and Moise Mercier, pioneers
of the Artic. Thse two brothers were born, from the
fourth (4th) North American generation, of the
ancestral couple Joseph Mercier (known as Lajoie)
and Mane Anne Lahayse (1st G.). They are the
offsprings of Joseph Mercier (known as Lajoie), and
Catherine (Janot) Lachapelle (2nd G.). Their parents
(3rd G.) are Francois Mercier (known as Lajoie), and
Victoire Therrien, married at|'Assomption, the 1829-
11-03.

4. Brothers and sisters

The bachelor Frangois Xavier Mercier was part of a family of eight children : five boys and three girls. The
familial register of the children of Frangois Mercier and Victoire Therrien follows :

His identification as Mr. Mercier has caused much
confusion in Alaska dossiers. He has jointly in charge of Fort Yukon from 1869 until his return to Canada in
